Learning Activity One:
Buddhism
Buddhists do not worship a supreme being. Buddhism is based on the experience of a man named Siddhartha Gautama, a member of a royal Hindu family who lived around 560 B.C. He left his family to live in the wilderness and contemplate life and death. He claimed he found the key to “enlightenment” and became and “enlightened one,” a Buddha. He is now called Buddha and some people worship him as a god. His writings form the basis of Buddhism, which embraces reincarnation, the belief that people return to life in cycles or pass into nothingness. A person’s quality of life is thought to be based on behavior in earlier lives.
