














ANNAMESE MISSION CHURCHES

L THOUGH great strides have been made by the Anna-

‘mese National Church until at the end of 1933, sevenly-
four of our Annamese congregations are under Native
Church government, yet there are still 33 Mission Churches
and sixteen oul-stations under Mission government. Itis
in ministering to these that the missionaries employ a
large part of their lime.

COCHIN-CHINA ‘

Rev. and Mrs. G. C. Ferry have heen living al Cantho
and have had as their distriet the great South-West seclion
ol Cochin-China. God has blcssed their labours there, so
that during the year they have had the pleasure of seeing
all the remaining mission Churches in that section become
self-supporting, and they leave for furlough in 1934 with
the inspiring knowledge that their district is wholly self-
administering.

In the Central Cochin-China distriet, where the chair-
man and his wife have been located, all but two of the
Churches have become sell-supporting, and as such are
now parl of the Annamese National Church. The two that
remain technically under Mission governmenl are only
subsidized to the extent of ten and five piastres monthly.
It will only be a few months until these subsidies will
be removed.

The same is true of the north-eastern section of the
province where the Rev.and Mrs.P.E. Carlson areincharge.
Only three subsidies remain in their district and two of
these will be removed within a few months. Mr. Carlson
writes: «This year there have been few spectacular
conversions, but much steady, earnest witnessing has
been done, and hearts seem unusually open to the Gospel.»
The missionaries of Cochin-China have also a blessed
ministry in special meelings and convention work in the
independent Churches. Mr. Do, the Chairman of the
Cochin-China district, has been released from a local
pastorate and gives his whole lime to such work. He
is always glad for the help of the missionaries who
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never lack for invitations for this special ministry.

ANNAM :

Rev. and Mrs. C. . Travis are in charge of the Southern
Annam distriel where there are five Churches. Two of
these have become self-supporting during the past year.
The Lord’s blessing has been abundantly manifested in the
district. Mr. Travis writes: «That God would even stoop to
consider a human being is marvellous; how much more
when He comes to ‘forgive all our iniquities and heal all our
diseases’. Among the miracles of healing and salvation in
this district during the past year, we would mentlion only
a few. Tobedelivered [rom opium is a bigger miracle than
most people realize. At Nhatrang, a helpless opium fiend
accepted the Lord and by His grace has been delivered.
At Phanrang another has been set [ree; and again, at
Phanthiel, a poor man who was onee rich, had put all he
had through the little hole in his opium pipe. When we
visited him, his wife, children, and all the people of his
village looked on him as a hopeless sot. He had smoked
for Iwenty-seven years, many days burning up as much as
two dollars. He knew that he had no strength to put il
away. We persuaded him to kneel and accepl Jesus for
salvation and victory. He is now a [ree man in Christ,
and walks to Church, eight-mile round-trip, every Sunday.
A To us the most thrilling miracle ol the vear was the

//sal\-'alion of a family at Phanthiet. Both the old man

and his wile were blind and so feeble that they could not
stand alone. They had lived all their lives in bondage
to the devil, under the shadow of a heathen god. The
daughter had received a large sum ol money from a sister
who had married rich and died. She was bound by the
custom of keeping an altar in honor of her departed sister.
When Mrs. Travis and I wenl to visit them, it seemed
impossible to interest them in their salyation. There
they were, silling in physical and spiritual darkness,
awaiting death, their caskets in an adjoining room as is
cuslomary in Annam. The devil said, ‘Too lale!” We
almost believed him, but PRAYER CHANGES THINGS.
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We asked if lhey wanted us to pray. They said emphatic-
ally, *‘No." Thal night we asked the Phanthiet church to
unite in definite prayer that God would save them. What
happened ? Nexlt day they called for us to come. They
wanted us to pray. What a glorious time we had seeing
that poor old blind man and woman turn le the Lord.
Now their hope is in Him. The daughter is also saved.
The altar and the heathen god are gone. They are wailing
for the Lord from heaven.,., ‘Brands snalched from the
burning’.»

The Tourane—Quinhon distriet is the next missonary
station to the north. Here, Rev. and Mrs. J. D. Olsen
ministered until they were transferved to the Bible School,
and Rev. and Mrs D. I. Jeffrey look over the responsibility.
Thedistrict as it is now conslituted, includes 9 independent
Churches with 3 oul-stations and two Mission Churches
with two more oul-stations. Two new oulstations were
opened during the year and two former Mission Churches
have become self-supporting.

Mr. Jeffrey writes as follows: «Praise God for the many
unmistakable signs of His working in the district. The
work at Tamky, is most encouraging. “During Lhe past
year there have been many remarkable answers lo prayer.
The record of those who have been healed is too long to
enumerale.  But there is one unusual incident, however,
of a woman who had been very ill and was about to die.
The Christians were gathered in another room holding on
to God for her deliverance, they fell that it would be to
the glory of God if she were raised up as a testimony to
the unsaved in that village. To all appearances, the
woman actually died. Those who were wailing on her
said that she had ceased to breathe. Suddenly she satup,
and fell from the bed to the floor. When she was able to
speak she told those around her that she had had a
wonderful vision. It seemed as though she had been to
heaven and had seen Jesus. She was so happy to be there,
but He told her that her time had nol yel come, as He
still had work for her to do down here. Last Sunday, we
met this woman at Church in the best of health. Several
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conversions have taken place in her village as a result of
her healing,

During the past month over forty have accepted Christ
in a village about five miles from Tamky, among them two
of the leading men of the village. Souls are being saved
conlinually. The Church is now too small to accommodate
the congregation, and the Christians have decided to
enlarge the building. The Lord has surely set His seal to
the ministry of the pastor of this Church. Last Sunday
the whole congregalion rose as one man to give him a most
enthusiastic call to remain there for another term.»

Travelling north from Tourane across the «Mountain
of the elouds,» we come to Hue, the capital of Annam,
where the modern young Emperor Bao-Dai has his throne.
Rev. and Mrs. I. R. Stebbins are localed in Lhis important
center. At the beginning of the year, there were only two
Churches in the three provinces that now constitute this
district, but five oulstations have been opened in 1933.
Mr. Stebbins reports, «A very infensive seed-sowing has
been done in this district beginning with one colporteur
in January, and increasing lo three in June and four in
October. These men have been used ol God to open new
work. Mr. Hau in Hue has penetrated into the King's
palace and inlo the homes of the royal family. The King
was presented with a Bible which he graciously received
and promised to read. The year has been one of planting
stations, laying loundations, and seed-sowing. Praise the
Lord for the tolerance thal we now enjoy in Annam.
Harvest time is sure to come as we water the seed with
earnest prayer.» The self-supporting Churches in Annam
have started a work among the Khaleus, a mountain tribe
in Mr. Stebbins’ distriel. They are supporling their first
missionary with great enthusiasm. Eleven Khaleus have
sought the Lord, Hallelujah !

The center ol the Northern Annam district isThanh-Hoa
where Rev. and Mrs. R. M. Jackson are stationed. There
are four Mission Churches in Lhis districl. We are hoping
that the one at Thanh-Hoa eity will become sell-supprling
in the near future. The congregation there plans to build



a chapel in 1934. Two chapels were built in this distriet
during 1933, one al Vien-Trung, an outslation from the
Thanh-Hoa Church, and the other at Hatinh. Of this
last, Mr. Jackson wriles: «The second chapel at Hatinh
was completed December 22. God led us to buy land
there and put up a chapel and parsonage early in the year,
but the chapel was blown down by a typhoon. After
repairing the parsonage, 1 told the [riends that T would
advance no more money. In spile of hindrances, the
congregalion has raised money and buill a second chapel
on the foundation of the first.»

M. Jackson also writes several instances of the power
of the Gospel in the lives of believers. «Mrs. Khuong at
Hatinh ,t.,'nublcd and quarrelled with her husband. He
opposed her going to the chapel; but since the Gospel has
saved her from her gambling and made her meek, she has
hecome an Lalm’and helped to rebuild the
chapel. Mr. Hun, who lives about twelve miles from
Thanh-Hoa, had very sore eyes. He senl a messenger to
the city to request the Christians to pray. When the
messenger returned home the next day, he found that Mr.
Huu was healed. Mrs. Vien was going from Thanh-Hoa
to Hatinh. Friends persnaded her to delay starting for
an hour or btwo. By wailing she avoided being in a bus

in which two women were killed. It is thas thatthe Holy -

Spirit guides those who seek to obey Him.»

Our next Districl is Southern Tonkin where Rev. and
Mrs. W. A. Pruett have been slationed at Namdinh. This
station includes four Mission Churches and two oulstations,
one of which was apened this year. There are also three
other villages where there are in all 74unbaptized converts,
but where regular services are nol held since we do not
yel have official authorizations. Requests for these have
been sent to the Government and we hope soon to have
regular outstationsin all three villages. Mr. Pruett writes:
«The most marvellous thing to me during the past vear
has been the way God is opening this whole district to His
Word. Two or three men from Hoanh-nhi came to Nam-
dinh, were saved, and returned to their village with the
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Message. They have given such an effective lestimony
that there now are 54 converts in Hoanh-nhi, and 20 more
in two neighboring villages. In the village of Uy-Te,
province of Ninhbinh, some 50 souls have responded to
the preaching of the Word and are now earnest believers
in spite of a ruthless campaign of calumny, insults, threats,
and actual damage to both persons and property. The
first two nights that we held meetings there, volleys of
slones were thrown into the audience from the back yard
of anearby Catholic Church. Several were hit, but nearly
all remained to hear the messages. Surely God makes the
wrath of man to Praise Him. The second night more than
thirly aceepted Christ, and now we have official authori-
zation to hold meetings, and the preacher from Ninhbinh
goes there every Sunday afternoon. Praise the Lord.»

As we continue our itinerary towards the North, our
next station is Hanoi, the capital of Tonkin, where Rev.
and Mrs. W. C. Cadman have been greatly blessed in their
ministry of many years. This station includes one inde-
pendent Church at Hanoi city, with five outstations or
street chapels, and six Mission Churches with three more
outstalions. One of these Mission Churches, al Phulang-
thuong, the cenler of a large Province adjoining Hanoi,
was opened this year. Forty seven new converls were
baptized on this station during 1933, and there are fifty
more earnest inquirers for whom we are praying that God
will bring them into the full light of His Gospel.

Since Rev.and Mrs. Vanhine left for furlough in the
Spring of 1933, Mr. and Mrs. Cadman have had charge of
their work at Langson. Mrs. Vanhine had been severely
tested in body before she lelt the field, but we praise God
for the news that she was healed while attending special
meetings in Switzerland. The work at Langson is largely
among the Tho tribes people of whom [ shall speak later.

Mrs. H. Homer-Dixon has had a unique ministry in
Hanoi city where she has four street chapels from which
the Gospel is preached daily to the mullitudes of thal great
city. She writes, «Throughout the year the results have
been sleady ; every week has seen al least three or four

profess Christ, of whom one or more stand true. All
converls are aulomatically handed over to the main
Church. The weekly meetings total thirly-four, of which
I prepare the material for the children’s work, and am
personally responsible for twelve serviees. The attendance
is nearly always good. I have also had several sessions
of District Bible Schools, two for girls and one for young
men. A graduate from Tourane helped with the young
men's class. All made splendid progress. Please pray
that God will pour upon the Hanoi Christians an ever
greater passion for prayer, an increasing zeal for Bible
study, and a greater passion for soul-winning.»

No small part of the time of Mr. and Mrs. Cadmman has
been given lo the Hanoi Gospel Press. This departiment
of our work has been graciously nsed by our Lord to the
strengthening and upbuilding of the Church, and to getting
the Good News of the Gospel oul to many who might
never have had an opportunily to hear the preached Word.
Mr. Cadman reports: «The Hanoi Gospel Press had its
banner year in 1933, the record total of over 25,000,000
pages heing printed. This oulput was composed of 2,000

copies ol the Cambodian New Testament, 3,000 copies of

the Cambodian Psalms, and 177,000 Gospel Portions in
Annamese Romanized and Colloguial Characters. We
have also prinled and published over 200,000 books,
hooklets, and lracts in Annamese, Cambodian and Laosi-
an, as well as 3,000 Annamese Gospel Picture Block Cal-
endars, the «Call of French Indo-China,» the guarterly
«Bulletin for the French Protestant Church in Tonkin.»
and reports and other miscellaneous literature. The
Press and our Alliance Mission owe a deep debt of grati-
tude to the British and Foreign Bible Sociely, lo Lhe Seri-
pture Gift Mission of London, England, and the Torento
Alliance Gospel Taberanacle and others who have sent
special offerings, for their loyal co-operation in this great
task of giving the printed Word of God to these 22,000,000
ol benighted souls.

There was a mosl encouraging increase in the number
of subscriplions for the Annamese Bible Magazine during
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1933, a total of 1,500 or more being sent out month by
month throughout Indo-China. This Bible Magazine
contains Sermons and Sermon Qutlines, Bible teaching,
Sunday School Lessons, Editorials on Current Events,
Ilustrated Sections for the Home and for the Children,
and soforth. Each issue consists of well over 30,000 words,
or forty printed pages, with coloured piclures, ele,. This s
the only Magazine in Indo-China witnessing to perishing
souls of the true Gospel of Salvation, and it is of untold
value in the building up of the Annamese Church. It
brings also a consciousness to the individual Christian
that the Church of God is nol simply something merely
local in the village, city or nation, but is world-wide and
universal. This Magazine is published at a loss, therefore
all offerings are gratefully received that ils ministry may
be conlinued during these needy days preceding our Lord’s
Return.

During 1933 the economic conditions have made in-
ereased calls for prayer and faith Godward, it being [ound
much more difficult than hitherto lo linance the running
of the press. While the cost of materials and the wages
paid have remained much the same as in past years, Indo-
China being still on the gold basis, yet we have been
obliged to reduce the prices of every thing printed by the
press. But these increasing difficullies bul prove the more
the urgent need for the continued ministry of the Hanoi
Gospel Press of French Indo-China.

The Lord is blessing its soulwinning ministry among
the Annamese and Cambodians. But what of the many
millions of Annamese and Cambodians still without the
Gospel ? What of the Laosians and the scores of tribes
numbering several millions still without the Good News of
Salvation? Our pioneer missionariesto the Laosians and
to several of these neglecled tribes are now busy learning
the various languages, and in some cases reducing them
to writing, with a view to printing the needed Gospels and
other literature.

Dear Friends, the ‘Lord is at hand’! We dare not hold
back. The ministry of this Press must continue and
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inerease lill every tribe and people in French Indo-China
have the the Gospel in the printed page, and thus multi-
tudes be won to meet Jesus when He shall return.»

Another districtin Tonkin is Haiphong where Rev. and
Mrs. H. €. Smith are stationed. Here, there are four
Mission Churches and one independanl one. This last,
at Haiphong city, has taken on the responsibility of sell-
administration daring the past year. Twenly-two converls
were baplized in 1933, and there are more than a hundred
earnest inquirers whom we hope will go the whole way
with their Lord in the near future.

Mr. Smith records the following instance of the power
of God al one of his oulstations. «In Quang Yen there has
been a very remarkable answer to prayver. A young
woman, a sister of one ol the Christians, became violently
insane. After calling in Lhe various priests and making
numerous offerings to the many idols, the father deter-
mined to call the evangélist and see if he could do
anything. A number of friends exhorled the preacher
not to go, as the woman was violent and they feared she
might harm him. However he went, calling upon the
Lord to protect him and to rebuke the evil spirit which
seemed to have entered the young woman. No sooner had
he entered the room and ealled upon the name of the Lord
than the woman became quiet. After careful explanalions
thal it was only by the power of God that any change could
be wrought, prayer was offered and the evil spirit
commanded in the name of Jesus Christ to leave. There
was absolute calm, and in a few minutes the woman rose
and asked if she might go to the chapel and have the
Christians gather to pray for her. Her parents seemed
willing, and she remained at the chapel quiet and peaceful
for a whole day. The mother, an ardenl spiritist, seeing
that her daughter was rational, repented of her decision
to allow her to go to the Christian place of worship and
compelled her to return to her home, where she began
again to offer sacrifices to the spirits and idols. In ashort
time the young woman was in a worse condition than
formerly. Though this family refused to recognize the
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power ol God, several others who previously were afraid
to take a definite stand for Christ have since done so.»

In addition to his district work Mr. Smith has, by an
arrangement between the British & Foreign Bible Society
and our Mission, been giving hall of his time to directing
the colportage work of that Society. This co-operation
has been of inestimable value in pushing forward the
great work of evangelizing the unoccupied sections of
the land.

TRIBES’ WORK

The great unoccupied section of our Field is among
the tribes’ people. I do not mean by that, that the
Annamese or the Cambodians, or the Laosians or the
Siamese have been evangelized, or that the greater part of
the country inhabiled by these peoples has been occupied
by our Mission, in the sense that we are reaching all the
people with the message of salvation. The Gospel is
preached in Annamese, in Cambodian, in Laosian, in
Siamese, and in the language of one or two of the other
tribes who inhabil this great land, but there are still tribes
and peoples and tongues in Freneh Indo-China where the
Gospel has never yet been preached. It is our goal and
the goal of our Annamese National Church that all these
shall speedily have an opportunily to know of Jesus and
His love.

We have four stations where the primary purpose is lo
reach these peoples, and there are several other stations
from which some work is done among the Tribes. Mr.
Carlson is reaching out from Thudaumot lo the Chrau
tribe of Northern Cochinchina, and Mr. Stebbins has the
oversight [rom Hue, of work which is being carried on by
the Annamese National Churech among the Khaleus of
Central Annam. Mr. Travis is also doing some work
among.the Cham of Southern Annam.

Dalat.—Rev. and Mrs. H. A. Jackson are stationed at
Dalat, high up in the mountains of Southern Annam

where we have our School for missionaries’ children.
Mrs. Jackson is giving faithful and loving service as
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malron of the school while Mr. Jackson gives his lime to
evangelizing Lhe Mois tribes of this region. «Moisy is an
Annamese term applied to all the Iribes of these southern
mountains. It is here, as I mentioned in my introduction,
that our lirst Church has been established. Our first Moi
converl, Xol, is the pastor of this Church, and God has so
blessed him that he is able to conduct preaching services
by himself and has much tact with his people.

The Mois shelter on our property al Dalal has become
a real center where these jungle folk congregate. Services
are held there every day, and three new converls have
been baptized during the vear, all from different tribes.
Five more will be baptlized in the near future and there
are many more earnest inquirers. Mr. Jackson writes :

«Xol has made two long trips into the jungle, and if we
consider the differences in language and customs as
constituting diffevent tribes, 14 different tribes have heard
the Gospel. Three short term Bible Courses have been
held with ten students represenling five tribes. The
Cochin-China Conference of the Annamese National
Church has sent Mr. and Mrs, Meo to Dalat, and are
supporling them as their firsl missionaries. They are
doing excellent work in language study. A tentalive Mois
grammar and dictionary has been prepared to help the
Annamese missionaries, and we have commenced to
translate the Gospel of mark and also a few hymns into
the Xore dialecl.»

The Annamese Church at Dalat has become fully self-
supporting during the past year. The congregation has
bought its own Chureh building, and manifests a zealous
missionary spirit. The Annamese pastor, who is entirely
supported by the Christians, gives much of his time to the
study of the tribes’ language and to preaching to the Mois.

Children’'s school.—A department of our work at
Dalatl, for which we never cease Lo thank God, is the school
for missionaries’ children. The children are getling an
excellent education, and such loving care at this school
in the mountains that we feel that they are as well off as
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children at home in America. Mrs. Jackson is a real
mother to them all. Miss A. Heikkinen, our eflicient
teacher, had a very full schedule during 1933. There
were only 13 children enrolled, bul their classes included
six grades and first year high-school. Mrs. Hammond
helped out by teaching the younger children during the
second term. We praise God that money was provided this
year to add to our dormitery space so thal now we have
suflicient accommodalion for all the children whoe will be
going to school during the next two or three years. The
additional rooms were nolt added one bit loo soon, for
beginning with January 1934, there are twenty-one ¢hildren
enrolled in seven grades and second year high-school.

Kratie.—Rev. and Mrs. G. H. Smith are stationed at
Kratie in Cambodia, bul give most of their time to work
among the Pnoang people, whose counlry stretches from
the Southeast corner of Cambodia away over to the Darlac
plateau of South Central Annam. Mr, Smith writes : «The
official orders from the King of Cambodia have hindered
our work tremendously this year, and few enquirers have
come lo us. Nolwilhstanding this, however, we have made
a beginning among the Pnoang tribes' people and feel that
many of them know the way of salvalion, although they
have not vet confessed the Lord. A partial dictionary of
the Pnoang language has been made, also a comprehensive
grammar. Two Krowls, another lribe from a great distance,
visited us. They were very intelligent and received the
Word with gladness. They gave themselves to Chrisl, and
we truly believe a work of grace was begun in their hearts.
Two Mils, men of still another tribe, have come from time
to time. They are equally interesled, and we hope soon
to see-them following Christ with all thier hearts.»

The Pnoang conntry reaches upinto Annam, and since
it is difficult to earry on work in Cambodia, it is probable
that Mr. and Mrs. Smith will transfer their headquartres
to Banmethuol, on the Darlac Plateau, in the near future.

(Editor's note : A lelter just received from Mr. Smith
stales that aulhorisation for Banmelhuol has been oblained,
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and lhal they will be moving there immediately. He asks thal
henceforward their official address be given as Banmelhuot,
Annam.)

Hoabinh.—Rev. Jean Funé opened a station at Hoa-
binh, the Mwong tribe center in Northern Tonkin, on
Oclober 7, 1932. He wriles: «Hoabinh is a small center
and were il not for its market, it would notl seem to be the
place for a missionary. However, it is the center of the
province of Hoabinh, which is known as the Muong Pro-
vince. There are 50,000 of these tribes' people in it, and
more in the neighboring provinces to the north and south,
The customs and language of the Muongs are not very
different from those of the Annamese, though they have a
dialect of their own. They are demon worshipers. They
have no sorcerers nor priests, but they do have one or two
places of worship in each hamlet and sacrifices are made
once of twice a year,

Their houses are built on stilts, and alongside, one
can see what looks like a pigeon house, hardly a yard wide.
This is for the spiril proteclor of the place. Their villages
are in the valleys of the mountainous section of Tonkin,
and they never include more than about thirty houses. In
many places they have never seen a white man, and when
one approaches the village, they all run away. Sometimes
you can caltch up with an old man, but they are so afraid
that they do notunderstand a word that is spoken to them.
It is only after visiting the same village again and-again
that any good can be accomplished.

The last good season, November and December, 1933,
we were out all the time visiling among the villages, but
we [ind that to get results we cannot visit more than one
hamlet a day. We must stay wilh them, eat with them,
and sleep with them until they know us well before we can
feel that we have done anything. Asthe year closes there
are encouraging signs, but only the coming months will
reveal whether it is a work of God or not.» The chiefs of
two or three of the villages have become very interested
in the Gospel, and have asked if we can send someone lo
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live with them and teach them the way of salvation. They
say that their whole villages will turn to the Lord.

In addition to these Muong people there are many other
tribes in Northern Tonkin. There is the Man tribe that
inhabits the tops of the mountains, a wild people, very
difficult to approach, and the black Thai, the white Thai,
the Nungs, the Meos, the Nhang, the Xas, and many more
smaller tribes which have never heard the Gospel story.
These presenl a tremendous challenge 1o us who are the
only Protestant Mission in Tonkin.

Langson.—Langson is our other tribes’ station. Here
Rev. and Mrs. J. J. Vanhine have been doing work among
the Tho people, but since they left for furlough in the
spring ol 1933, Mr. and Mrs. Cadman have been caring for
their station. Mr. Cadman wriles : «In November il was a
greal pleasure lo hear our Annamese evangelist at Lang-
son, Mr. Phan, preach his first sermon in the The language.
There seems to be a real spiritual fire burning in the
Dongmo district, the Tho center of the Province, and
although the Devil has done his best to destroy the work
of the Lord, vet we are rejoicing that Jesus is Vietor. We
enter 1934 full of hope and courage, confident that we are
going to seea real harvest of Tho souls to meel Jesus when
He comes.»

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«The Lord working \\lth l]'ll.‘.l'll » is a lext that comes
immediately to mind as I think of what has happened in
Cambodia during 1933. Mr. Peterson from Kompong-
Trach wriles : «By proclamation of the King of Cambodia,
this land is closed to the Gospel, but man cannotl limit

God.» Mr. Ellison writes from Battambang: «In spite of

the fact that the Government has senl copies to all the local
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governors throughout the country of its proclamation
restricting ourwork to that which existed on December 31,
1932, yet we praise God for real advance during the year.

Batlambang.—We have four stations in Cambodia.
The firstis al Battambang in the extreme north where Rev,
and Mrs. D. W. Ellison are stationed. Mr. Ellison writes:
«We have had the joy of baplizing more believers this year
than we have ever done in any one year since coming to
the field. Many of Lthe Christians are dey eloping into keen
soul-winners. The Short term Bible Schools have been a
great aid in their development. There are groups of
Christinns in more or less distant parts where [ have never
visited, the direct resull of the evangelism done by the
nalive Christians. Monsieur Guibert, a Frenchman, and
a converted Catholic, has been baptized this year. Heis
a real soul-winner. It looks asif the words of the women
of Israel might be applied to him and to myself, *‘Saul hath
slain his thousands but David his tens of thousands’,
Monsieur Guiberl being the David in this case. There
are many openings that we must enter. The Word of God
is not bound. The harvest is ripe. ‘A great door and an
effectual is opened to us and there are many adversaries.’
Praise the Lord who always causeth us to trinmph.»

Pnompenh.,—Pnompenh Station includes two Chur-
ches and two oulstations. Rev. and Mrs. A. L. Hammond
were stationed there until March. Then Rev. and Mrs.
N. M. Cressman took charge of the station, and Mr. and
Mrs. Hammond wenl to Dalal.  Mrs. Hamimond rendered
much needed assistance by téaching in the school there,
while Mr. Harmond gave his enlire lime to completing
the revision of the Cambodian New Testament and the
Psalms and Proverbs. These are now finished, and were
published early in 1034. Praise the Lord for Lhis new
means of evangelizing Cambodia where the opposition to
the Gospel is great, but where victory is assured, «The
Lord working with them.»

Mr. Cressman writes from Pnompenh, «We are prais-
ing God for several young men who have prayed during



the past few months, aceepling Jesus as their Saviour,
One of them espeeially, a well-educaled young man, is
growing in grace and wilnessing for His Lord. At Loenk
Dek an old man who has been a believer for some lime
was taken very ill and his children despaired of his life.
They gathered together to make an offering to the devil.
The old man objected to these ceremonies but the children
had their own way, since he was living in the home of a
son who is not a Christian. They called in priests lo
recite prayers, chew beetle nut, and spit on him. While
they offered food lo the spirils, burned incense lo their
ancestors, and ealled on Buddha, the old man lay quietly
praying to God the Father and to our Lord Jesus Christ
who had already saved him from his sins.  Our Cambodi-
an worker visited and prayed with himin accordance with
God's Word. The little group of believers stood with him
in prayer and God wrought a greal miracle. The eviden-
ces of his illness had marked him for death, but the
vesurrection-life of Christ became his portion. On my
last visit he was at the service, well and rejoicing in the
Lord.»

Kompong-Track.— The Kompong- Trach station in
eludes seven small self-supporting congregations and one
Mission Church. Rev. and Mrs. F. C. Peterson are sta-
tioned there. TheGoyvernmenlal restrictions have hindered
Mvr. Peterson from getling oul into new territory during the
past year, but he writes: «God has His various ways of
gelling out His Gospel.  On a recent trip inlo Cochinehina,
we had Cambodians coming to the house from time to
time, and we were delighted when we heard thal some of
them came from over the border in Cambodia. One
evening was spent talking to two men who showed a real
interesl, asked intelligenl qqueslions, and who really seemed
to be seeking the light. When we questioned them as lo
where they lived, we found that they came from the viei-
nity of Chhuk, many miles from where we were. They
had come o bring wood lo the proprictor of our house.
Notonly did the Lord lead them there while wewere there,
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but He also brought in a Chrislian from five kilomelres
away, who was going lo spend the night fishing near-by.
This man told how two years before he had the Gospel
explained to him, but refused to accept il until one night
when his wife lay dying, in his desperation he eried unto
the Lord, and said he would follow him if He would heal
his wife. The Lord heard his ery, his wife was healed,
and he and his family gave their hearts to the Lord. Our
own hearts thrilled as he told of beingdelivered from many
evil habits. I am sure the Lord used his testimony lo
impress these two men. When they left, they urged us to
come and visit their village and tell them more about the
Lord. We promised to send a native worker to instruct
them, since we are forbidden lo go to new places, and we
are rejoicing in the fact that another village back in the
rice-fields has at last heard the Good News of salvation
in spite of closed doors.»

Kratie.—Rev. and Mrs. G. H. Smith are stationed at
Kratie, and thongh most of their time is given to Tribes’
worl, yel the birth of a Cambodian Church in this district
last year was one ol the most striking evidences of «God
working with themy that we have seen. Kratie was never
officially recognized by the Government as a Mission
station, and regular preaching services have never been
permitted. Bul during 1933, twenty converls were baptized
there, and have constituted themselves an independant
self-supporting Church. Mr. Smith writes ; « We are still
unauthorized by the Government, and our group of Chris-
tians at Kbal Chooa is not recognized. They have heen
forbidden to meet together, and the missionary was not
allowed to hold meetings with them, but we praise God
for their progress in the Christian life. Early in January
1934, the Resident gave permission for these people to
worship in small numbers, but he cannot yet permit the
ereclion ofa chapel.» Nothing daunted by the meagerness
of this authorization, this little group of believers is pul-
ting aside its offerings each week with the objective of
building a Church when permission is granted.
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LAOS

Luang Prabang,—Wehave lwo stationsin Laos. The
first at Luang Prabang where Rev, and Mrs. G. E. Rofle
are stationed. Much faithful seed-sowing has been done
at this distant ountpost, the capifal of the Kingdom of
Luang Prabang, and this year the Lord has given the
first-froits of what we pray will be an abundant harvest of
souls. Three converts were baptized during 1933 and
there are six more earnest enquirers whom we hope will
be added to the little Church in the near future. A chapel
was opened at Luang Prabang in 1933, and the Lord
provided a Lao evangelist, Mr. Salee, a convert of the
Brethren Mission in sonthern Laos, as a helper for Mr. and
Mrs. Roffe.

Vientiane.— Rev. and Mrs. F. G. Grobb are stalioned
at the other station, Vientiane, the capital of Laos. Here
we have a thriving Annamese Chureh and the beginnings
of a Lao Church. The first Lao convert on this station
was baplized during the year, and there are four more who
have accepted the Saviour, but who were not yel ready for
baptism at the close of 1935.

Much of the work of evangelism in Laos is done by
making long itineraries through the country, visiting the
widely separated villages and hamlels. A great deal of
this itineration is done on the rivers which cut through the
most fertile sections of the province. I shall quote a story
ol one of these Lrips as told by Mr. Grobb,

«We left home September the nineteenth and proceeded
by aulo bvss and notor pirogue up the Nam Ngeum, a
river which runs through the province of Vientiane. After
passing most of the towns on the river we stopped ata
small village in the middle of the forest where we built
a fair-sized raft on which we were to make our home for
two months. We floated down siream a bitat a time, stop-
ping at each ofthe many towns and preachingin theevening.
In large places, and where we had a good reception, we
stayed more than one night. and in the chief town of the
district stayed five days. In some places il was as though
there were none but dead people, and surely they are dead
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in sin and darkness; while in others we were urged to
stay longer. Our time was ol necessily limited by the
construetion of a Noating bridge at Thangon, which is built
when the water level permits cach year, usually toward
the end of October. Our plan was to continue right on
down past Thangon to the mouth atthe Mekong, but if the
hridge were made before we arrived this would be impossi-
bhle. So in towns where little interest was shown, we
stayed but overnight, and in others, rarely more than two
or three. We had made the arrival at Thangon a special
matter of prayer as we wanted to stay as long as possible
in each place, yet arrive before the completion of the con-
struction.  The Lord guided us faithfully and without
haste we arrived lo find about one quarter of the bridge in
place which we easily passed. Above the bridge we stop-
ped and preached al thirteen different towns. We sold
many Gospel portions and one whole Bible. As we conlin-
ued down the river, the towns improved somewhat in
size and interest. Arriving al the mouth, we found that
our funds were practically exhausted and there was yet the
price of the trip home. We had scarcely hoped to be able
to sell the raft, but our need was supplied in that we were
able to do so, for just about the price of the tickets on the
little Siamese hoat that took us up as far as the road to
the city. Arriving there late in the evening, we slept in a
Chinese merchanl's barge and continued on home the
next morning. We praise God for this our first prolonged
trip. Though we have not as yetseen any definite harvest
from the two months time, we believe there will be. Before
we left, T had beseeched God that He would grant us
al least one converl as a seal lo our labours. On the
second sluge of our trip, we took with us a young man to
help in managing the raft, and he, after listening with
interest to the preaching for a couple of weeks, expressed
his desire lo become a Christian. One evening we had a
long talk and finally prayed together, and he asked Jesus
to become his Saviour. We praise the Lord for this answer
to prayer and request your interest in this young convert,
whose name is ote.»

EASTERN SIAM

Ubon.—It is still seed-time in our Eastern Siam field.
At Ubon, where Rev. and Mrs. R. M. Chrisman and Rev.
and Mrs. T. H. Ziemer are located five converts were
baptized during 1933 and these, though so few, have buill
themselves a tin-roofed chapel. Tt is a very humble
building, but in keeping with the native dwellings. These
young converts are but babes in Christ. They have just
come out of heathenism and have no Christian communily
to which they can look for example and help. We must
pray much for them that they may be preserved from the
one who goes to and fro throughout the whole world like
a roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour. Of them
Mr. Chrisman writes, «It is with mingled feeling of joy
and regret that I have made oul this year's report. In the
light of Israel's relationship to Jehovah and Jehoval's
relationship to Israel as revealed in Exodus, I find myself
becoming more longsuffering toward our Christians who
have shown such poor interest of late. It has surely been
a time of testing for each of the five converls. Some have
stood well, but three have grown cold. We have nolgiven
them up, however. We arebearing them upin intercessory
prayer and commilling them unto the ‘great Shepherd of
the sheep’, trusting in His promise that the ‘gates of hell
shall not prevail’ against His Church.»

Khonken.—Rev. and Mrs. P. A. Voth are stationed at
Khonken and Mr. Voth reports as follows of the work in
his distriet.

«Our work during the past year has been one of sowing
the seed. We have tried todo this at every opportunity,—
In sireel chapel meelings, evangelistic ilinerations, perso-
nal conversations, preaching at street corners, preaching
to ox-cart caravans, and selling scripture portions and
books at all times. Due to lack of funds to do work over
a large area, we have done move concenlrated work in a
small area. We have held meelings in every village within
a radius of fifteen kilometres from our residence al least
once, and in many places several times. We [eel like
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quoting a missionary from Africa. When home on fur-
lough, a lady said to him. I suppose you are reaping an
abundant harvesl.” He answered, ‘No, we are plowing
now, and sowing theseed.  The seed is good, and we shall
reap in due time, il we faint not.’

Recently, a new enquirer prayed. He has shown more
interest than any other enquirer thus far. He comes fo a
Bible class every Wednesday night, and on Sunday brings
his family lo the service. Not long ago I senl one of our
Christians to ask him whether he desired to go with us to
a village to preach the Gospel. He answered, ‘If the tea-
cher could come all the way lrom America to bring the
Gospel to us, why should I not be able to go to a village to
help in taking the Gospel (o the residents there 7'»

At the end of December. Rev.and Mrs. P. W, Gunlher
returned from furlongh and ave living temporarily at
Khonken. They expecl lo open a new slation in the very
near future.

The urfinished task —In Laos and Eastern Siam
some seed has been sown, but much more sowing must be
done and then comes the harvest, but the labourers are so
few. We need at least one more missionary couple for
each of these fields. In the Annamese work a greal lask
is still before us to evangelize the eight or ten million
people of Tonkin and Northern Annam. The Annamese
National Church ean be expected to help in this task, but
there is also a greal and needy field for the missionaries.
In Cambodia it is hard to work under present restrictions,
but our God is able, and as the door opens we must get
the Gospel to every corner of that Kingdom. 7Then there
are the Tribes’ people of mountains of Annam, Tonkin,
and Laos. These people are still living in darkness. They
are precious souls for whom our Saviour died, but many
of them live in the jungle like brute beasts, knowing
nothing of the inheritance thatis theirs in Christ Jesus.

In closing T would say with the Psalmist. «The Lord
hath done great things for us where of we are glad.» And
we are expecting a contlinuance of these «great things» till
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He comes, lor our confidence is in «The Lord working
with them.»
