
More than 900 workers appointed under International Ministries in the United States serve with the C&MA around the world. 
At least 81 countries have C&MA work going on within their borders. Sixty-one of these countries have U.S. GCF-funded/partially 

funded C&MA personnel. There are more than 14,000 churches, unorganized church groups, and preaching points with more 
than 4 million inclusive membership. Currently, nearly 7,500 students are enrolled in 115 theological schools.
